The student will:

-The student will use word recognition and vocabulary (word meaning)

skills to communicate.

-The student will apply knowledge of concepts about print. 

-Identify dialogue in connected text. 

-The student will apply knowledge of phonological and phonemic awareness. 

-Distinguish short and long vowel sounds in spoken one syllable words (e.g., bit/bite, 

hop/hope).

-The student will use word recognition skills 

-Generate the sounds from all the letters and letter patterns (including consonant blends, 

consonant digraphs, short and long vowel patterns), and blend those sounds into

recognizable words.

-Long vowel patterns - CV = me, be, no; CVCV (final e) = make, hide, cute 

-Begin to use knowledge of vowel digraphs and diphthongs letter-sound correspondences 

to decode unknown words.

-Begin to use common spelling patterns to make new words (e.g., make, take, lake, cake, 

etc.).

-Use inflectional endings (e.g., -s, -es, -ed, or -ing) to produce new words. 

-Identify simple compound words (e.g., dog + house = doghouse). 

-Read 100 to 200 high frequency and/or irregularly spelled words. A first grader should 

read approximately 40 to 60 words correct per minute by the end of first grade.

-The student will use syllabication types (e.g., open, closed, r-controlled, vowel team, 

vowel consonant +e, consonant plus le) to analyze words.

The student will begin to identify and use roots and affixes (e.g., un-, re-, -s, -es, -ed, -ing) 

to decode and understand words.

-The student will begin to identify and use synonyms, antonyms, and homonyms. 

-The student will use reference materials to find, to determine the meaning of, to 

pronounce, or to spell unknown words (e.g., picture dictionary, personal dictionary,

elementary dictionary, teacher and/or peer as a resource).

-The student will apply strategies and skills to comprehend, respond to, interpret, or

evaluate a variety of texts of increasing length, difficulty, and complexity.

-The student will understand, infer, and make simple predictions. 

-Answer and generate who, what, when, where, why, and how questions. 

-Answer and generate questions about characters, settings, and events. 

-Make a prediction about narrative or informational text and confirm or revise the prediction. 

-Use key words in text to justify prediction(s). 

-The student will recognize or generate an appropriate summary or paraphrase of the 

events or ideas in text, citing text-based evidence.

-Retell the correct sequence of events in narrative and/or informational text. 

Assessments: Reading grades will be based on sight word fluency and vocabulary/comprehension tests as well as Project Read skills tests.  Each week your child will receive information about upcoming tests.  Test dates will be listed in his/her daily folder.  
Homework/Assignments/Projects: Students will complete homework daily.  Homework is a review of skills learned in class.  Each student's homework assignment will be posted in his/her daily folder. Homework is to be completed by the student with parental guidance, if needed. Parents need to check homework and initial on the homework sheet that the homework was completed.  Homework is due the following day unless otherwise specified
Course Requirements: Students must be present each day in order to learn. Students are expected to try their best at all times and listen attentively in class.  All assignments must be completed in order to achieve student success.  
Reteaching and Retesting:  Students may retest in subject areas in which he/she is working below grade level, however, the student must first complete work asssigned by the teacher and show an interest in learning more. The student will:

-Understand and represent relationships among numbers and compute

operations (addition and subtraction) with and without manipulatives.

-Compose and decompose two-digit numbers with representations in words and physical 

models.

-Explain how to compare and order two-digit numbers using the terms “more,” “less,” 

“greater than,” “less than,” “equal to,” and “almost,” and the symbols >, <, and =.

-Use multiple representations for addition (combining of sets) and subtraction (take–away, 

missing addend, comparison) to solve problems.

-Justify addition and subtraction of two-digit whole numbers without regrouping. 

-Find the value of mixed coins up to $1.00. 

-Recognize, extend, and create patterns.

-Formulate, explain, and generalize patterns within and across addition and subtraction. 

-Identify and classify properties of two- and three-dimensional shapes.

-Identify and classify two-dimensional figures (triangle, square, rectangle, circle, trapezoid, 

hexagon, and rhombus).

-Identify and classify three-dimensional figures (cube, rectangular prism, and sphere) 

according to their characteristics.

-Explain the part-whole relationships resulting from the composition or decomposition of 

plane and solid figures.

-Identify and apply measurable attributes.

-Use standard units (inches, centimeters) to measure length. 

-Collect, organize, and interpret data in graphical form.

-Gather data, construct, and interpret simple bar graphs and pictographs.

about objects, organisms, and events. (DOK 2)

-Compare, sort, and group objects according to their attributes. (DOK 2) 

-Use simple tools (e.g., rulers, scales, hand lenses, thermometers, microscopes) to 

gather information. (DOK 1)

-Length, using nonstandard units (e.g., paper clips, Unifix cubes, etc.) and standard units 

(inches, centimeters)

-Weight, using a balance scale with and without nonstandard units 

-Capacity, using nonstandard units 

-Match a simple problem to a technological solution related to the problem (e.g., dull 

pencil – sharpener, bright light – sunglasses, hot room – fan, cold head – hat, heavy baby

– stroller). (DOK 1)

-Use diagrams and written and oral expression to describe ideas or data. (DOK 2) 

-Predict the results of an investigation if it is repeated. (DOK 2) 

-Develop an understanding of the characteristics, structures, life cycles, interactions, and

environments of organisms.

-Classify animals and plants by observable features (e.g., size, appearance, color, motion, 

habitat). (DOK 2)

-Chart and compare the growth and changes of animals from birth to adulthood. (DOK 2) 

-Identify the basic needs of plants and animals and recognize that plants and animals 

both need to take in water, animals need food, and plants need light. (DOK 1)

-Identify and label the parts of a plant. (DOK 2) 

-Develop an understanding of the properties of Earth materials, objects in the sky, and

changes in Earth and sky.

-Categorize types of actions that cause water, air, or land pollution. (DOK 2)

Homework/Assignments/Projects: Students will complete science homework, as assigned.  Homework is a review of skills learned in class.  Each student's homework assignment will be posted in his/her daily folder. Homework is to be completed by the student with parental guidance, if needed. Parents need to check homework and initial on the homework sheet that the homework was completed.  When homework is assigned, it is due the following day unless otherwise specified.
