a2 Create, describe, and extend growing and repeating patterns with physical materials and 

symbols including numbers.(multiplication/division) 

b2 Determine the value of missing quantities or variables within equations or number 

sentences, and justify the process used. (multiplication/division) 

5 Interpret and analyze data. Explore basic concepts of probability.

a Compare data and interpret quantities represented on tables and different types of 

graphs (line plots, pictographs, and bar graphs), make predictions, and solve problems

based on the information. 

b Analyze, predict, and model the number of different combinations of two or more objects 

and relate to multiplication.    

Assessments: Tests will be given on Fridays or at the end of mastered objectives.  Tests are weighted as 90 % of the term grade.  The common term assessment (term test) is weighted as 10 % of the term grade.  If a student is absent, he or she will have 10 days to make up the test if needed.
Homework/Assignments/Projects: Please check your child's planner every night.  Homework will be written in the planners. The students may not always have homework nightly, but they will have it when extra practice/reinforcement is needed.  Homework will be due the following day unless otherwise specified.  Homework should not take longer than 30 minutes.
Course Requirements: Students must come to class prepared and participate in class. Students are also expected to complete all classwork, homework, and tests.
Reteaching and Retesting:  Reteaching will be done for all students who have not mastered objectives.  This will be done during intervention time. When students are retested, the higher of the two grades will be recorded.  The grades for a retest will only be given during that 9 week time period.  The CTA cannot be retested.

c Investigate the relationships between the basic needs of different organisms and discern 

how adaptations enable an organism to survive in a particular environment. 

d Illustrate how the adult animal will look, when given pictures of young animals (e.g., birds, 

fish, cats, frogs, caterpillars, etc.) 

e Recall that organisms can survive only when in environments (deserts, tundras, forests, 

grasslands, taigas, wetlands) in which their needs are met and interpret the

interdependency of plants and animals within a food chain, including producer, consumer,

e (cont.) decomposer, herbivore, carnivore, omnivore, predator, and prey. 

f Recognize that cells vary greatly in size, structure, and function, and that some cells and 

tiny organisms can be seen only with a microscope.

d Identify the causes and effects of various types of air, land, and water pollution and infer 

ways to protect the environment.
