· Signed (by parent and applicant) Participation Clearance/Waiver form  *available at meeting
· Signed (by parent) Emergency Medical Authorization form   *available at meeting
· Proof of Medical Exam (Physical) or release from personal physician – must include legible exam date. (If the student has one on file in the Athletic Office, verification must be provided by the Athletic Secretary.  The exam must have been given after April 1, 2007.) 
· Proof of Medical Insurance (a photocopy of the insurance card is required)

· Proof of GPA (Fall Semester Report Card)
· Copy of Birth Certificate
Don’t wait until February to schedule a medical exam (physical).  This information is being distributed to give you advance information so you can meet deadlines.  
Applications will not be accepted at the meeting.

I. MEMBERSHIP

A. The High School/Varsity Cheerleaders will be composed of grades 10-12, the Junior High Cheerleaders will be composed of grades 8 and 9, and the Michel Cheerleaders will be composed of grade 7 students. The BHS Dance Team will consist of students from grades 10-12.

B. A panel of out-of-town judges will select cheerleaders and dancers.

C. The candidates receiving the highest ratings by the panel of judges will be selected to represent Biloxi Schools.  There will be no fewer than 14 cheerleaders/dancers per squad and no more than 28.

D. A competition squad for high school and for junior high cheerleaders will be optional.  Members for the competition squad must be members in good standing of the selected cheer squads.  The number of members will be determined by the sponsors/coaches with membership determined by tryout scores.  Alternates may be selected for the competition squad, but must attend practices to learn routines.
