NCE or receive a score of Advanced on a 8" grade standardized/district math test, or, in special circumstances, have the recommendation and
approval of the junior high schoal principal.

« Students in grade 8 and 9 who do not qualify for Algebra | but have passed Pre-Algebra will be eligible to enroll in Transition to Algebra. Carnegie
credit is awarded for 8" grade Transition to Algebra.

« In order to enroll in 9™ grade Geomelry, a student must have a grade of 70 or higher in 8" grade Algebra |.

SCIENCE- All students entering Grade 9 are tentatively scheduled for Science Skills and Reasoning. At the conciusion of this school year, students who
have a grade of 85 or higher in 8" grade science and score Proficient in reading on the state standardized test, or, in special circumstances have the
recommendation and approval of the principal will be scheduled for Biology I. Schedule confirmation forms will be sent home with the student at the end
of the school year. Parents who desire a schedule change should contact the principal, 435-1421, for further instructions.
