Objectives: This is a general overview of what the teacher will teach and what the student is expected to master.

-Understand and represent number relationships amongnumbers and the four basic operations. 

-Compute fluently and make reasonable estimates.

-Identify and model representations of fractions (halves, thirds, fourths, fifths, sixths, and eighths).

-Recall multiplication facts.

-Interpret and analyze data.  

-Explore basic oncepts of probability.

-Compare data and interpret quantities represented on tables and different types of graphs.  (line plots, pictographs, and bar graphs), make predictions, and solve problems based on the information.

-Analyze,predict, and model the number of different combinations of two or more objects and relate to multiplication.   

Assessments: Tests are given at the end of each chapter or unit.  Specific dates will be placed in the planner at least three days in advance.  Students will be given a term assessment at the end of each term.  This assessment will test all objectives covered during the term.

Tests, Assignments, and Projects = 90% of final grade

Term Test = 10% of final grade            

Homework/Assignments/Projects: Homework and Assignments will be due on the following day unless a specified date has been set by the teacher.  If a student is absent additional time will be allowed for make-up work to be completed.               
Course Requirements: Students are required to complete all assignments, projects, and tests. If the assignments, projects, and tests are not completed, the student will receive a 0 in the gradebook.          
Reteaching and Retesting:  Students can attend tutoring sessions and receive additional practice on particular concepts or skills if his/her average drops below 75 as the result of a grade on an assessment.  Tutoring sessions will be held during the school day at a designated time.  As a result of the tutoring sessions, your child will be eligible to take a retest to improve grades.  It should be understood, that ANY student is eligible for a retest, however, he/she will also have to attend tutoring sessions provided by the teacher and  complete the additional exercises.                 

Additional Comments: We will be using Accelerated Math in addition to our textbook. Math facts are essential to success in third grade and worked on for at least 10 minutes per day.  Please help your child learn his/her math facts by memorization.  The facts include addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division.   


	SCIENCE AND SOCIAL STUDIES
Objectives: This is a general overview of what the teacher will teach and what the student is expected to master.

-Apply concepts involved in a scientific investigation.

-Describe the characteristics, structures, life cycles, and environments of organisms.

-Investigate the relationships between the basic needs of different organisms and discern how adaptations enable an organism to survive in a particular environment.

-Illustrate how the adult animal will look, when given pictures of young animals (e.g., birds, fish, cats, frogs, caterpillars, etc.).

-Recall that organisms can survive only when in environments in which their needs are met and interpret the interdependency of plants and animals within a food chain, including producer, consumer, decomposer, herbivore, carnivore, omnivore, predator, and prey.

-Recognize that cells vary greatly insize, structure, and function, and that some cells and tiny organisms can be seen only with a microscope.

-Develop an understanding of the properties of Earth materials, objects in the sky, and changes in Earth and sky.

-Identify the causes and effects of various types of air, land, and water pollution and infer ways to protect the environment.

-Identify the interdependence of economics (self/family, school/neighborhood, and local).

-Integrate, connect and apply social studies into other subject areas and everyday life.
