It’s hard to believe that Term 3 is coming to an end. In fact, we will have our math CTA on Tuesday, March 9th. Last term Beauvoir’s 2nd grade classes had the highest CTA scores in math, reading and language compared to every other elementary school in the district. Needless to say, we want to retain those titles, so we need you to make sure your child gets plenty of rest, has a healthy breakfast each testing day and most of all has the ‘can do, will do’ attitude necessary for success. 


Students have been working diligently on mastering the addition and subtraction of 2 digit numbers with regrouping; thanks for your help at home with this important skill. Clocks have been a challenge for some, especially telling time to the quarter hour and in 5 minute intervals; as I always say, practice makes perfect! Our study of plane and solid geometric figures has been interesting and engaging. My final goal for that skill is for students to construct 3D figures at home using straws, for a display in our hallway. We’ll practice first with the supplies that are sent in, and then I’ll send the assignment home for your help. This week we will examine and compare 3 digit numbers using the greater than/less than symbols and learning to write  numbers in expanded (300+20+4=324), standard (324), and number word form(three hundred twenty-four), as well as using place value notations(324 the underlined digit has the value of 300). The math centers that I added this term are going well and are helping to reinforce the skills that we are mastering. Flipcharts from the ActivInspire program have also helped me enrich daily lessons.
