1 Understand and represent relationships among numbers and operations (addition, subtraction, and multiplication). Compute fluently using effective strategies or rote memory.

b3 Justify addition and subtraction of two- and three-digit whole numbers with and without regrouping. (DOK 2)

d2 Round up to three-digit whole numbers to the nearest hundreds.(DOK 1) 

2 Analyze patterns, numbers, relationships, and functions.

c4 Model situations and solve equations that involve the addition and subtraction of whole numbers. (DOK 2) (Limited to 3-digit addition and subtraction with regrouping) Estimate, identify, and apply measurable attributes.

a Select appropriate tools and units, estimate, and measure: 

a1 length to the nearest inch, foot, yard, centimeter, and meter. (DOK 2) 

a2 capacity to the nearest ounce, cup, pint, quart, gallon, and liter. (DOK 2) 

a weight to the nearest ounce, pound, gram, and kilogram. (DOK 2)

Assessments: Math tests will be given as students master the skills being taught. Students who score less than 70% on tests will have the opportunity to retest after attending reteaching sessions. Students who are absent on test days will be given a make up test as soon as they return to school. 
Homework/Assignments/Projects: Homework assignments in math will be sent home in a red homework folder Monday-Wednesday afternoon. If additional practice is needed on a skill, practice sheets will be sent home with the student until mastery occurs.
Course Requirements: Projects may be sent home on an ocassional basis for completion. Instructions for these projects will be enclosed in the red homework folder as well. If your student cannot complete homework due to family obilgations or illness, please send me a note and more time will be allowed for completion of the assignment.
Reteaching and Retesting:  Reteaching/retesting will be offered to those who score less than 70% on tests.  

Additional Comments: Students should have an AR book at home each evening to enjoy with an adult before taking the test at school. If you child isn't bringing AR books home, send me a note and I'll remind him/her to do so. It is important that AR books are returned to school each day in order for students to read and test in a timely manner, so AR goals can be met during the term. Students should be able to  achieve the goal of taking 2 or more AR tests each week. Lost books are subject to library fines for replacement reasons. Thank you for your support of this important reading practice at home.
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
