Environmental Club Charter

Article I:  Name

 Section 1.  The name of this club is and shall be the Environmental Club
Article II:  Purpose

Section 1.   It shall be the purpose of this organization to help organize and maintain the Nature Trail at Biloxi High School in Biloxi, Mississippi.  
Section 2.  It shall also be the purpose of this organization to promote stewardship and the overall good will and maintenance of the general environment for the Gulf Coast community in reflection to the entire world
Section 3. It shall also be the purpose of this organization to sponsor the Envirothon Competition Team from Biloxi High School.

Article III:  Aims and Goals


Section 1.  To maintain the Nature Trail at the high school.  .

Section 2.  To educate students, both members and nonmembers, in the benefits of stewardship.  
Section 3.  To demonstrate and to service the Gulf Coast community the benefits and personal reward in caring for the community and its environment.

Section 4.  To promote knowledge of our local community and environment by creating and conditioning a competing Envirothon Team.

Article IV:  Membership


This organization will adhere to practices that are non-discriminatory
Section 1.  Any student who is currently enrolled at Biloxi High School and who has and can maintain a GPA of 2.0 may join.  

Section 2.  Faculty and staff may participate in club functions.  However, they may not vote or use club funds.

Section 3.  Members must pay club dues.  Dues are $10 for the whole calendar school year.
Article V:  Decision Making Structure

Section 1.  The club officers will be: President, Secretary, Vice President of Finance, Vice President of Scholarship and Standards, and Vice President of Public Relations and Recruitment.
Item 1. The responsibilities of the club president is to conduct each club meeting, help make executive decisions, be in close correspondence with the faculty sponsor(s), and give direction to other club officers.  This includes but is not limited to the appointment of chairpersons, the formations of committees, planning of events and activities, and before/after school meetings with the senior advisor and the faculty sponsor.
Item 2.  The responsibilities of the club secretary are to take the minutes of each club meeting down in the Official Club log.  He or she is also responsible for taking attendance at every meeting or function and reading the past meeting minutes and emailing absent members the meeting’s minutes.

Item 3.  The responsibilities of the Vice President of Finance are to attend to (aiding) any and all financial obligations the club may encounter.  This includes but is not limited to dues, activity fees, tee shirt or other item orders, and fundraising.  He or she is to maintain the balance of the club’s financial account and to keep records on all paid/non-paid members for any events or activities that involve any and all monies.  He or she is also responsible for the deposit of the monies either the faculty sponsor or the appropriate designation at the Biloxi High School office

Item 4.  The responsibilities of the Vice President of Scholarship and Standards are to keep records of any and all participation of all active club members.  He or she is responsible for maintaining and condoning the Environmental Club’s Point System and notifying the president, senior advisor, and faculty sponsor of any member who is lacking on the Point System at due times.  He or she is also to preside over the club in the president’s absence.

Item 5.  The responsibilities of the Vice President of Public Relations and Recruitment are to inform students at Biloxi High School of the event and activities that the Environmental Club is currently holding or therefore associated with.  He or she is responsible for heading committees for creating informative posters for the school or making executive decisions concerning club related tee shirts and flyers as well as aiding in the design and execution of activities for the current year and recruitment for the coming year.
Section 2.  Election for officers (excluding President) will be held at the second meeting of the beginning of each school year.  Candidates for officers are subject to review and approval by the faculty sponsors.  All members may run and/or vote.

Section 3.  Election for President will be held at the last meeting at the end of each school year.  Candidates are subject to review and approval by the faculty sponsors.  All members may run and/or vote.

Section 4.  All decisions shall be made by a simple majority. Quorum is 2/3rds of active members present, with a minimum of 7 voting members.
Section 5.  If a current member has an idea for fundraising/events/community service etc. he or she may present the idea to the faculty advisor or club president and it will be brought up in New Business under the Environmental Club’s meeting agenda.
Article VI:  Amendments

Section 1.  Amendments to this charter may be made by 2/3 majority of club members at a regularly scheduled meeting. Amendments must then be approved by the Faculty Advisor.  Any member of the Environmental Club can propose an amendment following the standards set by Robert’s Rules of Order (within the “New Business” section of the meeting’s general agendas).
Article VII:  Operating Procedures, By-laws, and Standard Rules

Section 1.   The rules contained in the current edition of Robert's Rules of Order shall govern the Environmental Club in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with these bylaws and any special rules of order the club may adopt.
Item 1.  When the president calls a meeting to order, the Parliamentary procedure will be conducted as follows:

1. Call to Order

2. The Reading of the Minutes

3. Reports from VP of

· Scholarships and Standards

· Finance

· PR and Recruitment

4. Old Business

5. New Business

6. Movements and Votes

7. Faculty Sponsor

8. Movement to Close

Section 2.  Members must maintain a 2.0 GPA to be active in the Environmental Club.  If a member’s GPA drops below a 2.0, he or she will become involuntarily inactive until his or her GPA becomes a 2.0 or higher.

Section 3.  Members must have never been reprimanded for exceeding the number of tardies allowed by Biloxi High School to remain active in the Environmental Club.  If the number of tardies has been reached, then the member’s activeness will be revoked until the next semester.
Section 4.  Members must not have been absent more than eight days to remain active in the Environmental Club.  If a member has missed too many days (excused or unexcused) then the member’s activeness will be revoked until the next semester.
Section 5.  Members of the Environmental Club are subject to the Environmental Club Point System.  Meetings and activities are assigned certain weights predetermined by the Faculty Sponsor, Senior Advisor, and the Club President.

Item 1.  The Point System is set and each member of the club is required to meet the required amount of points by the end of each semester or his or her membership will be suspended for the following semester.

Item 2.  The VP of Scholarship and Standards is required to send out a point report to each member mid-semester or if a member requests a report.
This charter has been read and approved by the current AP over clubs, the current Faculty Sponsors, and the current Senior Advisor and has been moved as of August 29, 2007 to be the official charter of the Environmental Club at Biloxi High School.
