From the BHS media center, public library, or another source, choose one book to read that interests you. The book must be school-appropriate and of justifiable length (more than 200 pages). There are four steps to this project.  All four steps must be completed in order to receive ANY credit.

PROJECT MAY BE TURNED IN AT ANY TIME BEFORE THE DUE DATE!

Project Steps:

1. Choose a book and either purchase a copy, borrow it from a friend, or check one out from the library.  You must bring the book to me so I can record the book you will be reading (Yes, I must actually see that you have a copy of the book!).

2. Fill out the book report form.

3. Create a slideshow that summarizes the book and its major themes. You will also critique and rate it as if you were a professional book reviewer, meaning that you must use a definite tone to explain your feelings about the book and examples to illustrate your point. Your slideshow must be interesting, illustrated, colorful, and easy to read.
