Letter of Appreciation

Write a letter to a teacher or administrator and include the following information in your letter:

Paragraph 1 – What you learned from Biloxi High School

(Your experience)

Explain how you have changed since you first came to BHS. What did you learn about while you were in school here? (Be positive.) How have you grown as an individual? Why are you thankful for your experience here? Who especially gave you guidance? (Person to whom you are writing)

Paragraph 2 – What you learned from this person

(Thank you)

Explain at least one positive thing that you have learned from that teacher/administrator to whom you are writing. It may be something related to the subject area or something you have learned from that person’s example. Remember – use specific examples. Think of some memories of specific events or things that this person did or does to encourage you. Thank that teacher/administrator for his/her investment in your life and education.

Paragraph 3 – What you will do with your knowledge

(Your future)

Explain what your goals and plans are as you enter your senior year of high school. What will you do to be sure your last year of high school and first years of college are a success? How will you apply the things that you learned in high school? What have you learned that will make your senior year/freshman year easier?

· The letter maybe typed or handwritten.

· It must be legible and neat.

· It must be three separate paragraphs.

· It must be genuine and thoughtful.

· It must correctly use advanced grammar, spelling, punctuation.
