Remember that when analyzing poetry, drama, fiction, or nonfiction you must look for both “surface” things (like sound devices, rhyme, alliteration, etc.) and in-depth things (like symbols, themes, and double meanings). You will see that devices like alliteration or imagery will actually affect the mood of the poem, or that word choice demonstrates the author’s attitude (tone).

BE SURE TO READ POEMS AND EXCERPTS SEVERAL TIMES BEFORE YOU “LOCK IN” YOUR FINAL ANSWERS!!

How to Read Poetry

· Read the title 

· Pick it apart! Read the poem and ask questions as you read. 

· If the poem tells a story, ask yourself about the characters or events.

·  If it talks about feelings, what is causing the feelings?

· From what point of view is it written? What kind of voice does it have (person who is speaking)

· What is the setting? What is the imagery?

· What is the meaning of the words, and why are certain words used (for what effect?)

· What is the author’s purpose or intent? 

· What is the tone (author’s attitude – see your “Tone Words”)? This is revealed in the type of words used.

· What does the poem SOUND like? Does it have a particular rhythm or rhyme scheme?

· Does the poet use sound devices such as alliteration, assonance, consonance, etc.?

· Does the poet use other figurative language (onomatopoeia, oxymoron, hyperbole, allusion, etc.)?

· If words are repeated, why?

· Read the ending of the poem -- decide where it 'gets to' and what the main idea and theme of the poem is.  What does the title have to do with the meaning of the poem?
· Look at the poem again and “divide” it into parts: try to understand what the organization is, how the poem proceeds, and what elements or principles guide this organization (is there a surprise ending, a climax, a sequence of events of some kind?) 

· Try to summarize the poem for yourself : “This poem is basically about_______________________________”
· Paraphrase the poem for yourself; this means putting it in your own words, or how you would have said it.
· Pull it together! The poet Robert Frost has written, “ A poem begins in delight, but ends in wisdom.” Start by reading and reacting with your emotions, but end by putting details together and find what the poem has to say.
