Teacher: Each student will be assigned a vocabulary word and a presentation date.  It is your responsibility to research the vocabulary word and create a short presentation to teach your classmates in a unique way to learn/understand the meaning of the word.  You will want to investigate the meaning, etymology (history), and connotation of the word you are assigned.  In addition, you are to create a visual (PowerPoint slide) to use while making your presentation.  Your slide should include (1) the word, (2) your own definition of the word, (3) word etymology, (4) a sentence using the word, (5) synonyms of the word, and (6) an illustration (not necessarily your own drawing) that conveys your understanding.  On the date of your presentation, be prepared to present as soon as the tardy bell rings (You will begin the class on that day, so you will need to email your slide to me one day in advance or get here early.).  Do more than just read what you have written; make your presentation interactive and fun (Include members of class to help you and/or call on them as necessary.).    

Student: As your peers make their presentations, you will want to make notes on this handout to use as study material.  Quizzes will be given randomly, and your understanding of all words covered at any given time will be assessed.  In other words, you should always be prepared.
