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You are to write a poem with twelve lines. Begin each line with the letters in the word Thanksgiving. 

Be sure to use AT LEAST THREE of the indicated poetry terms somewhere in your poem. 

On the back of your poem, list the poetry terms you used.

You may decorate and illustrate – be creative!!!

simile – a comparison using like or as
metaphor - a comparison without using like or as
onomatopoeia – words that mimic the sound it refers to – BAM, MEOW, WOOF, BOING

hyperbole (overstatement) - exaggeration. ("He died a thousand deaths.") 

imagery - sensory content of poems; appeals to the five senses. 

alliteration - sometimes defined as the repetition of initial sounds ("All the awful auguries," or "Bring me my bow of burning gold"), and sometimes as the prominent repetition of a consonant ("after life's fitful fever"). 
assonance – the repetition of vowel sounds within words, like “deep hearing”. The EEE sound is repeated in this example.

consonance – the repetition of consonant sounds at the end of words, like “Opened wide in the mud”. The “Duh” sound is repeated at the end of the words.
Any Line - end rhyme (external rhyme) - the rhyming words occur at the ends of the lines.  

OR
Any Line - internal rhyme - rhyme occurs within lines. ("Each narrow cell in which we dwell.") 
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
