You will have one week to complete each of the following centers in your groups.  If you have any questions, please ask.
Center # 1:  History Videos
Individually, Use the computers at the back of the room to go to the following website http://www.havefunwithhistory.com/movies/index.html  This link is on the favorites list.  On this website you will choose 4 videos to watch that are at least ten minutes in length.  You may only choose your videos from the following sections on the website:

After each video you will complete a primary video analysis.

Center # 2:  Book Report

Individually, you will choose a book from the book list. (located on the class website and to be given to you when you reach this center.)  After you have read the book, you must take a Reading Renaissance test.  The book that you choose must be on your Reading Renaissance level (You can find out your Reading Renaissance level from the librarians).  If you have a book about the Civil War that you would like to read that is not on this list, but it is an RR book, show me the book and you could get approval. (if you read a 1 point book or lower you must read two books.)  
Center # 3:  Primary Resource Examination

Individually, you will read or examine 8 of the primary documents, photographs, or political cartoons given to you to choose from.   After this, complete a document analysis on each of the items you chose. (You must have at least 2 analysis papers be on a document.)   

Center # 4: Video Podcast
Together in your group, choose a chapter from your book and create video podcast summarizing the chapter.  The podcast can appear similar to Student News, with an anchor person and different reports talking about issues in the chapter. Your podcast must meet the following criteria:
	(10 points) Introduction - Tells the audience what to expect in the podcast

	(30 Points) Information - Keeps to the topic as introduced and is factual (correct) to the topic.

	(10 points) Sources for Podcast – the information provided is researched from at least 3 appropriate sources, including the textbook

	(20 points) Conclusion - conclusion effectively wraps up podcast, summarizing key information

	(15 points) Professionalism – dress nice, be clear, well spoken, and non-vulgar

	(15 points) Length – the podcast must be between 3 to 10 minutes long each.


Center # 5:  Listening Station

Individually, you will pick 6 Historical songs, various narratives or audio short stories (if you pick all short stories you only have to listen to 4.)  You can choose all songs, all narratives, or all stories or you can mix it up.  This material will be provided for you to choose from.  After you have listened to the song or narrative, you will complete a sound recording analysis for each of the items you chose.  Remember that the equipment you use belongs to the school, so BE CAREFUL because YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR IT!!  
Center # 6:  Project list
As a group or as an individual you must complete one of the following projects:  You are responsible for providing your own materials but If you cannot get any materials for a project, let me know.
A. Create a small, 3D model of The Alamo, (there is a picture on page 454).  Examples of materials that can be used are Popsicle sticks, clay, and digital media (like an architect program on the computer).  If you have any other ideas, please discuss them with me before you continue.  You must do the following:

	Each part of the model must be labeled. (What is it?)

	You must also write a one-page narrative explaining what happened at the Alamo.
