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Verb Chain of Knowledge

Carefully follow the directions listed on this page. All group members are expected to actively participate in the assignment. The group must reach consensus after discussing each answer. Afterwards, record the answer neatly and accurately on the corresponding loop. Remember to work together quietly and efficiently to accomplish your goal.
1. Loop 1: Write the first and last names of each group member. Write the date. Be sure to spell the date out completely. List the class period.

2. Loop 2: Form the 4 principal parts of the verb bring, and list them, along with any helping verbs.

3. Loop 3: Compose a sentence using the future tense of go. Begin the sentence with a prepositional phrase.

4. Loop 4: Compose three sentences using helping verbs. Underline the helping verbs once. Underline the main verbs twice.

5. Loop 5: Compose two sentences using emphatic verb forms.

6. Loop 6: List 10 irregular verbs. Be sure to spell each verb correctly.
7. Loop 7: List 10 regular verbs. Be sure to spell each verb correctly.
8. Loop 8: Compose three sentences using transitive verbs. Use sentence variety.

9. Loop 9: List the past tense of each of the following 10 verbs: freeze, shake, swing, swim, read, be, hold, come, know, and teach
10. Loop 10: Compose three sentences using intransitive verbs. Use sentence variety.

11. Loop 11: Form the 4 principal parts of the verb study, and list them.

12. Loop 12: Compose a sentence using the present tense of the verb listen.

13. Loop 13: List the three simple tenses of verbs.

14. Loop 14: Explain the difference between regular and irregular verbs in two sentences or more. Underline any helping verbs in your sentences once. Underline the main verbs twice.

15. Loop 15: Form the present, past, and future tense of the verb drink, ring, buy, and draw. List them on your loop.
After completing your chain, thumbtack it to the corkboard above the whiteboard. Get a verb worksheet. Quietly move your desks back in place, and begin working on your assignment individually.
