Adverb Clauses
An adverb clause is a group of words with a subject and verb that functions as an adverb. 

FLASHING RED LIGHTS THAT SCREAM, “HERE COMES AN ADVERB CLAUSE!”

BECAUSE             SINCE            IF           AFTER       ALTHOUGH   WHEN 

THESE ARE SOME SUBORDINATING CONJUNCTIONS THAT INTRODUCE THE ADVERB CLAUSE, WHICH IS A SUBORDINATE CLAUSE IN THE SENTENCE. 

If you have an adverb clause that introduces the sentence, it must be set off using a comma!  This is exactly what I just did in the preceding sentence ( 

Example:  Because it is going to rain, Maria brought an umbrella to school.

If the adverb clause comes at the end of the sentence, a comma is not required. 

Example:  Maria brought an umbrella to school because it is going to rain.

Direct Objects 

A direct object is a noun or pronoun that follows an action verb. It answers whom or what following the action verb. 
Jim kicked the ball.  Kicked is an action verb. So, then ask: Jim kicked what? the ball- direct object

Indirect Objects

An indirect object is a noun or pronoun that follows an action verb. It comes between the verb and the direct object. The pattern is Subject + Action Verb+Indirect Object+Direct Object

You cannot have an indirect object without having a direct object!

You can find humor with indirect objects. For example: Sue baked Tom a cake.  Did Sue really bake Tom?  NO!!!!!!!!!!  Sue baked a cake.  So, Sue is the subject. Baked is an action verb. Ask: What did Sue bake?  A cake-direct object    for Tom- the indirect object
Transitive Verbs

ONLY ACTION VERBS CAN BE TRANSITIVE! 

IF AN ACTION VERB HAS A DIRECT OBJECT, IT IS A TRANSITIVE VERB. 

IF AN ACTION VERB DOES NOT HAVE A DIRECT OBJECT, IT IS INTRANSITIVE. 

LINKING VERBS ARE AUTOMATICALLY INTRANSITIVE. 

Example:  At the beginning of every year, I wish for health and happiness.    

                   Introductory prep. phrases       S   V        prep. phrase

The verb does not have a direct object; so, it is intransitive. 

Perfect Tenses

These are formed using a form of the verb to have. A form of the verb to have will function as a helping verb in the verb phrase and a past participle as the main verb. 

Examples:

Have grown or has grown

Had given

Will have decided

These are all perfect tense verb forms. 

Have/has as the helping verb in the verb phrase=  present perfect

Had as the helping verb in the verb phrase= past perfect

Will have or shall have in the verb phrase=future perfect
