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Classroom Rules:

POSITIVE CONSEQUENCES:





Verbal or physical sign of praise. (positive words such as “Good Job” or “Thumbs up,” etc.)


Teacher Assistant Time 


Parent contact. (Positive calls to parents to praise student for good behavior/academics)


PBS (Positive Behavior Support) prize drawings. (Drawings will be held periodically.  One student per class period will win.)


Class reward/incentives. (As per awarded by teacher and approved by BJH principal.)


Students recognized by class award ceremonies, award certificates, etc.


Other various Positive Behavior Support classroom interventions.








NEGATIVE CONSEQUENCES:





Warning/Re-teach Expectation: verbal or nonverbal (eye contact, proximity, pause/silence, etc.  Teacher will clarify consequences individually with student outside of the whole class setting.)


Alternate Assignment/Parent Contact-(Minor Infraction Assignment on respect or other meaningful assignment related to the grade 8 writing curriculum.)


Teacher Assigned Detention, Parent Contact (letter, phone, conference, etc.)


Office/Counselor Referral (referrals will be made on an as needed basis according to the incident type and student needs).


***ALL students will experience a positive behavior support environment, which aims to correct negative behaviors with consistent recognition of positive behaviors.
