This assignment will count as a grade in your computer discovery class and a grade in your English class.  Computer discovery teachers will grade you on your power point skills learned and your English teachers will grade you on the quality of your poem.

POEM:


Your poem must be a December holiday related poem and must be 15 lines long.  The poem must have (1) example of alliteration, (3) examples of onomatopoeias, (1) simile, (1) metaphor, (1) example of personification, and (1) example of hyperbole. Finally, you must also use imagery in your poem.
POWER POINT:


Your power point will consist of the poem written for your English class.  The Title Slide will have not only the title of your poem but your English teacher’s name and class period and your Computer Discovery teacher’s name and that class period.  An example is below for you to follow.  At least 2-4 lines of poetry must appear on each individual slide with a total of 15 lines of poetry when the power point is complete (make sure your lines are placed strategically on the slide and within the power point).  Each individual slide must be decorated with your creative touch.  Use the tools taught to you during the power point lectures in the classroom.  Keep in mind while creating this power point that you will be presenting this to your class.  The power point will consist of five (5) total slides and will be printed in color on Friday, December 3rd.  At that time two (2) copies will be printed, one for each teacher.  Good Luck and Enjoy!!
