                                                         Nouns Review
 Nouns can function in a sentence in the following ways:
Subject – tells who or what is doing something in the sentence.

Ex.  Susan was a contestant in the final competition.

         He politely exited the building after the meeting adjourned.            

Predicate Nominative- a noun or pronoun that comes in the predicate (after a linking verb) and identifies or renames the subject of the sentence.

Ex. The tadpole will become a big frog. {The noun frog renames the subject tadpole.}

       Paloma is my cousin. {The noun cousin renames Paloma.}

       The captain could be she. {The pronoun she identifies the subject captain.}

Direct object- A noun or pronoun that directly receives the action of the verb. It answers the question “who” or “what” after an action verb.                  

Ex.     The class ordered pizza for lunch next Friday. {ordered what? Pizza.}

           I received a notice in the mail about the store’s grand opening bash.

           {received what? Notice}

Indirect Object- A noun or pronoun that precedes the direct object and tells to whom or for whom (or to what or for what) the action of the verb is done.

Ex.     Hisoka made us lunch. {made what? Lunch-direct object.}             

          Hisoka made us lunch. {made what for whom? Us-indirect object.}      

          Carlota gave me directions. {gave what? Directions-direct object}

          Carlota gave me directions. {gave what for whom? Me- indirect object.} 

Object of the preposition: The noun or pronoun at the end of a prepositional phrase.
Ex. My parents ordered a special gift basket {for me} {on my birthday.}
Noun Clauses
Noun clauses are used the same way that nouns are used in a sentence. 

The relative pronouns who, (whoever), what, (whatever), whose, (whosever), and that introduce noun clauses. 
· Subject: Whoever wants to play a game has to finish all assignments.
· Predicate Nominative: The winner was whoever finished first.
· Direct Object: Do you know what today is?

· Indirect Object:  Hemingway considered whatever he did a challenge.
· Object of the Preposition: Mr. Jones is valuable for what he knows about history.
