Parallel Structure in Sentences

 In grammar, parallel structure also known as parallelism in sentences is a balance of two or more words, phrases, and clauses. Conjunctions help to achieve balance in sentences because they join words of equal importance: nouns to nouns, verbs to verbs, prepositional phrases to prepositional phrases, clauses to clauses, and etc.

Examples:

1. Most people play golf for exercise, for pleasure, and for social contacts.

2. Our new teacher was young, tall, slender, and red   headed.
