Types of Sentences
1) Writing Simple Sentences

A simple sentence consists of a single Independent clause and no Subordinate or Dependent clause.

Last summer was unusually hot.

The summer made many farmers leave the area for good or reduced them to bare existence.
2) Writing Compound Sentences

A compound sentence consists of two or more independent clauses and no dependent clause. The sentences will be combined either with 

a) a comma and a coordinating conjunction (and, but, or, nor, for, yet, so)
                   b) a semicolon (;) or…

                   c) a conjunctive adverb (moreover, nevertheless,

                       however, consequently), which is punctuated with a semicolon before it 

                       and a comma after it.

                    Last July was hot, but August was even hotter.

              The hot sun scorched the earth; the lack of rain killed many crops. 
               I can attend the meeting; however, I will have to leave early.

3) Writing Complex Sentences

A complex sentence contains one independent clause and one or more  

      dependent clauses.
              Although many had already left the area, rain finally came in June.

              Those who remained were able to start anew because the government     

              came to their aid.

4)  Writing Compound-Complex Sentences
A compound-complex sentence has the characteristics of both the compound sentence (two or more independent clauses) and the complex sentence (at least one dependent or subordinate clause).

               Even though government aid finally came, many people had already been 

               reduced to poverty, and others had been forced to move.

              Susan and her group students received their assignments, and 

              they met to prepare their presentations since they had to go first.

Directions for Determining Types of Sentences 

Review these steps to help you identify types of sentences as simple, compound, complex, and compound- complex.

1. Find and label the subject and verb in each part of the sentence. 

2. Then determine if that part of your sentence contains a dependent clause (has a subject and a verb but it can not stand alone as a sentence) or an independent clause (has a subject and a verb, and it can stand alone as a sentence.)

3. Count to see how many independent and dependent clauses are in the sentence.  

4. Then, check your definitions to help you to correctly identify each sentence type.
