1. Abdicate (v) - give up, such as power, as of monarchs and emperors, or duties and obligations.

    Example: “Due to violent opposition from protestors, the king decided to abdicate his thrown.”

2. Proficient (adjective) - adept: having or showing knowledge and skill and aptitude.

    Example: “All applicants desiring to apply for the vacant position must be proficient in Microsoft and Excel.”

3. Facilitate (v.)- make easier; help: be of use. 

    Example: "The new airport will facilitate the new tourism goals of the city." 

 4. Voracious (adj.) - having a huge appetite; very greedy.

    Example: “Because of her voracious appetite for words, Mildred loves reading books.”
5. Prudent (adj.) - careful and sensible; marked by sound judgment. Example: “Setting aside some money for hard times would be prudent.”

6. Articulate (adj.) - endowed with the power of speech ;( v.) to pronounce distinctly and clearly; enunciate.

     Example:” If you want to become more articulate, do your vocabulary homework.”

7. Irascible (adj.) - prone to outburst of temper; easily angered; characterized by or resulting from anger. 
Example: “My irascible neighbor threw a plastic flamingo in our yard when our sprinklers got her business suit wet.”   

8. Disgruntled (adj.) - feeling or expressing discontent or anger. Example: “The students were very disgruntled when the teacher made them stay inside during recess.”

9. Lucrative (adj.)-producing wealth; profitable.

    Example: “The lucrative business venture proved to be a great investment for all involved.”

10. Nostalgia (noun) - A bittersweet longing for things, persons, or situations of the past; homesickness.

Example: “When I visit my grandparents' house, I'm overcome with a sense of nostalgia.”
