Poetry Notes
Rhyme-  the repeating of a sound in two or more words or phrases

Rhythm-  pattern of stressed and unstressed syllables in the lines of a poem
Limerick-  five lined poem with a catchy rhythm and heavily stressed rhymes that follows a specific rhyme scheme

Narrative poetry-  tells a story using elements such as plot, characters, and setting

Theme-  insight into life revealed by the poem

Stanza-  group of lines that forms a division in a poem

Symbolism-  practice of using things to represent feelings, events, relationships, or objects

The heart symbolizes love.  The dove symbolizes peace.

Alliteration-  the repetition of the initial consonant sounds

For example- Peter Piper picked a peck of pickled 


peppers.

Assonance-  the repetition of vowel sounds

For example-  And so, all the night-tide, I lie down by the side

Of my darling, my darling, my life and my bride

Onomatopoeia- The formation or use of words such as buzz or murmur that imitate the sounds associated with the objects or actions they refer to

Rhyme scheme-   the exact correspondence of rhyming sounds at the end of each line of poetry, identified by the first end rhyme represented by a lower case "a," the next variation by a "b," the third variation by a "c," and so on.
