Objectives: This is a general overview of what the teacher will teach and what the student is expected to master.

The Mississippi Visual and Performing Arts Framework has established curriculum that focuses on the elements of expression, rhythm, form, melody, timbre, texture, and harmony to create a musical product. All musical concepts taught this year can be grouped into one of the above categories. Skill development occurs sequentially and increases in complexity matching the developmental level of the student.  All lessons taught in the general music class are aligned with the National and Mississippi Music Education Standards. They include:

* Singing alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music. 

* Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music. 

* Reading and notating music.

* Listening to and analyzing, and describing music.

* Evaluating music and performances.

* Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and discipline outside the arts. 

* Understanding music in relation to history and culture.

Assessments: Observation assessments are based on overall participation, behavior and effort.  Poor behavior may result in a lowered grade.
Homework/Assignments/Projects: Music does not require homework. All assignments and projects will be completed in class.
Course Requirements: Cooperation, Participation, Good Behavior and Effort.
Reteaching and Retesting:  Music does not require reteaching and retesting.
