Objectives: This is a general overview of what the teacher will teach and what the student is expected to master.

LANGUAGE

The student will compose a personal story or narrative. 

 Compose dictated narratives relating a personal story. 

 Compose drawings/visual images and use to dictate a personal story or narrative.

 The student will compose informational text about a familiar topic (e.g., families, animals, etc.). 

 Compose class reports/charts about a familiar topic. 

 Develop handwriting skills. 

 Position paper in order to write in a left to right progression moving from top to bottom on the page. 

 Trace/draw recognizable shapes. 

 Trace, copy, and generate letters. 

READING

The student will apply knowledge of concepts about print. 

 Recognize that sentences in print are made up of separate words. 

 The student will apply knowledge of phonological and phonemic awareness. 

 Recognize the beginning sounds in spoken words (e.g., /k/ in cat, /t/ in fat, /o/ in hop). 

 The student will use word recognition skills. 

 Read some sight words (e.g., high frequency words, logos and/or signs in environmental print, and words in 

language experience text).

 The student will develop and apply knowledge of words and word meanings to communicate.

 Use words to describe location, size, color, and shape. 

 Identify and sort pictures of common words into basic categories (e.g., animals, foods, toys). 

 Identify uppercase letters in random order. 

 Identify lowercase letters in random order. 

Matches upper and lowercase letters. 

Identify letter sounds. 

The student will understand and make simple inferences about text. 

Answer literal who, what, and where questions. 

Use illustrations to discuss the main idea of a simple story. 

The student will recognize or generate an appropriate summary or paraphrase of the events or ideas in text. 

Retell a familiar story with the book as a reference. 

The student will respond to narrative and informational texts in a variety of ways that reflect understanding and interpretation.

 Interpret text through moving, drawing, speaking, acting, or singing. 

Compose visual images (e.g., draw a picture based on something in the text). 

Identify favorite passages.

Identify and represent relationships among sets of whole numbers up to 20 using

manipulatives.

 Count forward to 20.

 Identify numbers to represent quantities 0 to 10

 Create models of sets of objects 0 to 10.

 Recognize and write numbers to represent quantities 0 to 10.

 Determine “first” through “fifth” (ordinal numbers), positions.

 Identify, describe, and reproduce patterns using concrete objects.

 Describe a rule for sorting objects.

 Identify repeating patterns in visual, auditory, and physical contexts.

 Reproduce repeating patterns in visual, auditory, and physical contexts.

 Identify and describe qualitative changes (such as temperature changes – it feels hotter).

 Identify and classify two-dimensional shapes.

 Demonstrate an understanding of positional words (e.g., in, above, below, over, under,

beside, etc.).

 Identify measurable attributes of objects.

 Measure the length of objects using nonstandard units.

 Determine and describe comparisons of length (longer, shorter, the same) using

different-shaped or congruent containers, objects or figures.

 Recognize the clock (analog and digital) and calendar as measurements of time.

Describe the appearance of clouds in the sky (sometimes covering part or all of the sky;

sometimes white or dark gray; sometimes bringing rain; sometimes colorful at sunset;

sometimes hiding the sun, moon, and stars).

Explain the purpose of rules and laws and why they are important in the home and classroom. 0

Recognize authority figures in the home and school. 

Discuss waste vs. non-waste (e.g., garbage, paper, plastic, recycling, consumable, nonconsumable). 

Discover the relationship among people, places, and environments (e.g., importance of following rules, 

safety, manners, etc.).

 Recognize responsibilities of the individual (e.g., courteous public behavior, honesty, selfcontrol, respect for the rights and property of others, etc.).
