Classroom Rules & Consequences

Ms. Lamey’s Class Rules

2. Be in your seat with notebook open when the tardy bell rings. (Pencils sharpened, water & restroom completed and in your seat. We have 4 minutes in between classes.)
3. Eating, drinking, chewing gum or grooming in class are not permitted.

4. Stay on task and in your assigned area unless otherwise 

    directed. (ELG groups)
5. Be respectful of others and your school, both inside and     

    out. Negative comments, personal note passing and any other 

       unnecessary distractions that interfere with the learning 
       environment will not be tolerated during class.
       (Banging, tapping, stomping, thumping etc.)

Step 1     Warning.  

Step 2     Student /Teacher Conference. 

Step 3     Parent contact/Write out the Multiplication Matrix.
Step 4     Parent Contact/Detention. When a student’s behavior has interfered with the learning environment of the class for the third time, the parent will be contacted and an after-school detention will be assigned (30 min up to 45 min after-school). It will be the parent’s responsibility to make arrangements for after-school transportation. There are no morning or lunch detentions. 

Step 4    Office Referral. When the student’s behavior has interfered with the learning environment for the fourth time, the student will be referred to the office.
**Severe or major infractions of conduct will result in an immediate office referral.
