	Reading/Language Arts
Standards: 

1. With prompting and support, ask and answer questions about key details in a text.
2. With prompting and support, retell familiar stories, including key details.

3. With prompting and support, ask and answer questions about unknown words in a text.
4. With prompting and support, identify the main topic and retell key details of a text.

5. Recognize common types of texts.

6. With prompting and support, name the author and illustrator of a story/text and define the role of each.

7. With prompting and support, describe the relationship between illustrations and the story in which they appear.
8. With prompting and support, compare and contrast the adventures and experiences of characters in familiar stories.

9. With prompting and support, identify basic similarities in and differences between two texts on the same topic.

10. With prompting and support, identify characters, settings, and major events in a story.

11. Demonstrate understanding of the organization and basic features of print: follow words from left to right, top to bottom, and page by page; recognize that spoken words are represented in written language by specific sequences of letters; understand that words are separated by spaces in print; recognize and name all upper- and lowercase letters of alphabet.
12. Demonstrate understanding of spoken words, syllables, and sounds: Recognize and produce rhyming words; Count, pronounce, blend, and segment syllables in spoken words; Blend and segment onsets and rimes of single-syllable spoken words; Isolate and pronounce the initial, medial vowel, and final sounds in three-phoneme (CVC) words; Add or substitute individual sounds in simple, one-syllable words to make new words.
13. Demonstrate basic knowledge of letter-sound correspondences by producing the primary or most frequent sound for each consonant.
14. Associate the long and short sounds with the common spellings for the five major vowels.
15. Read common high-frequency words by sight.
16. Read emergent-reader texts with purpose and understanding.

17. Use a combination of drawing, dictating, and writing to compose opinion pieces, informative/explanatory texts, and narrative texts.
18. With guidance and support from adults, respond to questions and suggestions from peers and add details to strengthen writing as needed.
19. Demonstrate command of the conventions of standard English grammar and usage when writing or speaking: Print many upper- and lowercase letter; Use frequently occurring nouns and verbs; Form regular plural nouns orally; Use the most frequently occurring prepositions; Understand and use question words (who, what, where, when, why, and how).
20. Demonstrate command of the conventions of standard English capitalization, punctuation, and spelling when writing: Capitalize the first word in a sentence and the pronoun I; Recognize and name end punctuation; Write a letter or letters for most consonant and short-vowel sounds.
21. With guidance and support from adults, explore word relationships and nuances in word meanings: Distinguish shades of meaning among verbs describing the same general action by acting out the meanings; Identify real-life connections between words and their use. 
22. Participate in collaborative conversations with diverse partners about kindergarten topics and texts with peers and adults in small and larger groups: follow agreed-upon rules for discussions; continue a conversation through multiple exchanges.
23. Ask and answer questions in order to seek help, get information, or clarify something that is not understood.

24. Describe familiar people, places, things, and events and, with prompting and support, provide additional detail.

25. Add drawings or other visual displays to descriptions as desired to provide additional detail.

26. Speak audibly and express thoughts, feelings, and ideas clearly.

	Mathematics
Standards: 
1. Count to 50 by ones and by tens.

2. Count forward beginning from a given number within the known sequence (instead of having to begin at 1) to 50.
3. Write numbers from 0-20. Represent a number of objects with a written numeral 0-20.
4. When counting objects, say the number names in the standard order, pairing each object with one and only one number name and each number name with one and only one object.
5. Understand that the last number name said tells the number of objects counted. The number of objects is the same regardless of their arrangement or the order in which they were counted.
6. Understand that each successive number name refers to a quantity that is one larger.

7. Count to answer “how many?” questions about as many as 20 things arranged in a line, a rectangular array, a circle, or as many as 10 things in a scattered configuration; given a number from 1-20, count out that many objects. 
8. Compare two numbers between 1 and 10 presented as written numerals.
Assessments: Kindergarten students will be assessed one-on-one with the teacher. Most kindergarten assessments will be completed orally. Mastery of objectives will be indicated on the report card.

Homework/Assignments/Projects: Homework is not assigned in kindergarten. “Practice with Parents” work may be assigned.
Course Requirements: Kindergarten activities and projects will be completed during learning centers in class.

Objectives:

2. Identify simple tools used to gather information.

3. Describe ideas using drawings and oral expression. 
4. Compare types of forces and motion.
5. Compare the interaction between two magnets and the interaction between magnets and other objects.
6. Collect and display local weather data.
7. Describe the effects of the sun on living and non-living things.
8. Define the terms rights and responsibility. Distinguish between rights and responsibilities of individuals in relation to different social groups including, family, peer group, and classmates (e.g., courteous public behavior, honesty, self-control, respect for the rights and property of others, fairness, etc.).
9. Name figures of authority and their position in upholding human and civil rights—parents, teachers, principal.

10. Classify items as personal wants or needs.

11. Identify differences between purchasing and bartering.

12. Discuss the importance of careful use of classroom and home resources to avoid waste.

13. Identify a variety of jobs—scientists, teachers, plumbers, lawyers, electrician, store clerks, etc.—and their purposes.

14. Describe ways people celebrate their diverse cultural heritages.
