Spelling List for Possessives

Possessive forms = A possessive form of a noun signifies that the noun owns something.

EX: A musician's talent    &    A woman's ambition
1.) Singular Possessive = The possessive form of a singular noun needs an apostrophe followed by the letter “s.”

EX:  Kramer’s hair     &    Daphne’s patience    &   the car’s engine

Words ending with s generally omit the “s.”

EX: Dr. Seuss’ sense of humor

2.) Plural Possessive = In order to place the apostrophe correctly in plural nouns, you must first be certain of the plural form. 
Plural nouns ending in “s,” add only an apostrophe.

EX: singers’ voices   &   cousins’ favorite uncle

Plural nouns not ending in “s,” add an apostrophe and “s.”

EX: men’s clothing    &   children’s books

3.) Possessive Pronouns= show who or what owns something.

EX: your cat   &    her gerbil   &   our dog

Note: my, your, her, our, and their come before nouns; mine, yours, hers, ours, and theirs stand alone; his and its can be used before nouns or stand alone. 

****Do not use an apostrophe with possessive pronouns.****

Three families’ rented an oceanfront condo.

3. singer’s 
The singer’s voice cracked during rehearsal.

4. singers’ 
The singers’ agreed to dress in black.

5. sister’s
My sister’s car is in the driveway.
6. sisters’
Those sisters’ coats look identical.

7. baby’s
The baby’s rattle fell on the floor.

8. babies’ 
After they received their shots, the babies’ cries filled the room.

9. my

My purse is under the table.

10. mine
The purse is mine.
11. your

Your mother is in the grocery store.
12. yours
The fresh baked cookies are yours..

13. her 

Her bravery was unmatched.

14. hers 
The medal in the case is hers.

15. his 

His bread was very yummy.

16. its 

Its collar fell off during the trick.

17. our

That is our dog, Rex.
18. ours
The dog is ours.

19. their
That is their big brother on the bike.

20. theirs
The camper is theirs.
